Commenting on their introduction, Andrea Meneghelli said: “The concept of massaging oils into leather saddles is not a new one. However, the use of such homemade concoctions often caused the leather to weaken, crack and ultimately led to premature wear and replacement times. “

Until the late 1960’s Brooks saddles were the first choice of the Cycling legends such as Girardengo, Bottecchia, Bartali, Coppi and Anquetil, who all rode Brooks Saddles to victory wearing the coveted yellow jersey. These riders would each have technicians, responsible for their machines - including the saddle. In order to ensure that the saddle became ‘as one’ with its rider, these technicians would disassemble it and massage the hide so that their oils, wines and other closely guarded potions penetrated the leather.
Andrea Meneghelli added: “Our Aged saddles are set to attract more customers to the Brooks brand with their visual appeal and supple properties. Once treated, the products’ dark tan-coloured leather takes on a unique patina giving a seasoned appearance that usually only comes with great age and continued use.”
