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Sports Holdalls

Brooks England - more usually associated with high quality saddles - has reintroduced two Holdall designs into its current range of cycling products.

The design of the Glenbrook and Millbrook pay homage to the company’s pioneering founder John Boultbee Brooks, who originally commissioned the holdalls to cater for cyclists wishing to transport food, maps, tools and such like. 
Commenting on their reintroduction, Andrea Meneghelli said: “In recreating these classic designs, we not only studied our own archives but also visited bicycle museums and attended meetings with historical collectors.

“We found catalogues dating back to the early 1900’s, which illustrated product lines including tweed luggage bags – many of the designs for which have been copied ever since, paying testament to their practical design.”
The Glenbrook and Millbrook were first manufactured in the 1950’s - a time when the cyclist would require two bags: one for long distance travelling and a smaller bag for the weekend or day excursion.
The Glenbrook and Millbrook feature side pockets and have hooded covers, to prevent the ingress of rain, and both models are manufactured in waterproof black grained fabric with robust leather reinforcements and strapping.

Andrea Meneghelli added: “Our sympathetically reproduced range of designs is suitable for both tourers and the collector, wishing to compliment their vintage ride.”
