A little known fact is that John Boultbee Brooks is not only a pioneer in saddle
design and manufacture, but also a forerunner in the development of many other
products for bicycles, motorcycles and cars.

Catalogues dating back to the early 1900’s, illustrate that Brooks product lines
included leather and tweed luggage bags, the designs of which have been replicated ever
since, testament to their design and simplicity of use. Original models often feature in
auctions, commanding a hefty price-tag.

At Brooks we have studied the annals of the late 19" and early 20™ centuries,
researched bicycle museums and attended meetings, with historical collectors, to ensure
that the spirit of our forefather lives on.

With this in mind we have recreated a number of original products for the joy of today’s
cyclist.

The new Brooks England Holdalls were first produced in the 1950’s.

At this time the regular tourist would have, no doubt, required two bags; one for long
distance away-from-home travelling, with a smaller bag for the weekend or day
excursion.

Glenbrook and Millorook were originally commissioned to cater for cyclists
wishing to transport food, cameras, maps and handbooks and provided sturdy pockets
for tools, repair outfits, oil cans and such like.

Our sympathetically reproduced, most stylish range of designs, is suitable for both
tourers and the collector, wishing to compliment his vintage ride.

The side pockets and lid have hooded covers, to prevent ingress of rain, and
both models are manufactured in black waterproof grained fabric with leather
reinforcements and strapping.
